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Hi everyone, 

 

 Wow, time flies!  It feels like we just removed the trail and it wonôt be long before we are in-

stalling trail again.  I would like to take time this newsletter and lay out this falls work nights and ten-

tative installation dates.   We have a few things to still get completed before the snow flies and al-

though it is still only the middle of September we need to get started. 

   Work nights and trail installation dates are listed on the web but Iôll mention them here also.  

October 8th and the 15th are work nights.  I will inform everyone on what we will do on those days 

when we get closer.  Trail brushing and equipment organization will begin on October 31st.  Our main 

trail installation day will be on November the 7th.  Work that needs to be completed will happen on the 

remaining Saturdays in November. 

First, we have the fairgrounds bridge to remove and reinstall.  The bridge has been removed 

and we will hopefully be ready to reinstall it on October 8th.  Second, we have planks to replace on the 

small bridge behind Eby Pines.  Third, we have a bridge to construct over by St Rt 15 and St Rt 20.  

Last, we have 2 trailers to finish constructing before the trail is installed. 

We will be starting the trail brushing and installation one week earlier this year because of how 

the calendar lays out but mainly because of when deer season starts this year.  Opening day for deer 

season this year falls on the second Saturday of November and we want to respect the hunters opening 

day if possible.  I want to focus our first Saturday on brushing and clearing the way for the trail to be 

installed.  We will also work on getting the vehicles ready and any final prep work that need to be 

done that day.  Please mark your calendars because we would like to have at least 16 volunteers to 

help install the trail on November the 7th.  If we get 16 people to help we will get very close to install-

ing 80 to 90% of the trail that day.  We will be able to accomplish this with the help of the new trailers 

we have this year.  We will also need more 4 wheelers this year, so if you have one and can help, 

bring yourself and your 4 wheeler.  Also bring a hammer or a small 3 pound sledge. 

I hope everyone had a great summer!  Summer is starting to wrap up and cooler temperatures 

are in the air.  I hope everyone is gearing up for our upcoming snowmobile season.  I know I am!  See 

you later and enjoy the great outdoors!
